The Corinth First Presbyterian Church was formed 

in 1814 by twenty-one men and women. Today, our 

membership is over 150 with 100 in weekly 

worship.  Our children’s program includes the 

vibrant Rainbow Nursery School, Sunday School 

and various youth clubs.  Missions, both local and 

international, form a large part of our church 

program.   

 

As a member of Corinth Community Churches we 

take part in local missions and outreach including 

the Community Cupboard, the “Share the Warmth” Emergency Fuel Fund and “Down by The 

Riverside” summer outreach. Other local missions include our Help in Need Fund, Stephen 

Ministry, and an Alzheimer’s Caregiver support group.    

 

We are in relationship with these Presbyterian missionaries: the Drs. Morgan in Bangladesh and 

the Sivalles teaching pastors in Brazil. Four church members recently spent two weeks in 

mission to South Africa and Zimbabwe and our members regularly 

participate in hurricane relief work and re-building. Other missions 

supported by Corinth First include Good News to Malawi, Intervarsity 

Campus ministries; Upstate Jail Ministries, and La Vida Joven - 

Nicaragua.
